Water in Canada

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Canada has about 15 percent of the world’s known fresh water volume.  Fresh water forms over 7.6 percent of the total area of the country.  Surveys suggest that there are as many as 2 million lakes in Canada.
Four of the five Great Lakes lie on the border between Canada and the United States.  Scientists believe that the area of the Great Lakes was once completely covered with ice.  As the ice moved it shaped the land beneath.  When the ice finally melted, it left behind the Great Lakes.

Many small streams empty into the Great Lakes.  At one time, all of the water from these lakes emptied into the St. Lawrence River.  Today, some water drains into the Chicago River, the Hudson Bay and the Gulf of Mexico.

One of the most famous features of the Great Lakes area is Niagara Falls.  The water runs over the Niagara escarpment creating falls.  An escarpment is formed by the wearing away of rocks.  Some rocks are softer than other rocks and wear away more easily, becoming lower than the harder rocks.  The water falls from the top of the harder rocks down on to the tops of the softer rocks.

By volume of water, Niagara is the world’s greatest waterfall.  It is divided by Goat Island into two falls.  The American Falls is about 55 metres high and 305 metres wide.  Water pours off the falls at a rate of 14 million litres per minute.  The Horseshoe Falls is about 33 metres high and 792 metres wide.  Water pours over this falls at the rate of 155 milion litres per minute.  The force of the water has eroded the soft shale and limestone escarpment at a rate of 1.2 metres per year.  The falls are now approximately 11 kilimetres from their plce of origin.

The greatest resouirce of the Great Lakes is the water.  The wter is used in homes, cities and factories.  The lakes also provide a waterway for ships.  People enjoy the scenery, boating, fishing and other water sports.

Several large lakes are located entirely within Canada.  Included among the lakes are:  Great Bear Lake, 31, 792 square kilometers, Great Slave Lake, 28, 438 square kilometers, Lake Winnipeg, 24, 341 square kilometers and Lake Athabasca, 8, 081 square kilometers.

Major river systems cut across Canada.  Rivers originating in Canada discharge 98,000 cubic metres per second of flow into the ocean.  This accounts for about 8 percent of the world river discharge.  The St. Lawrence and Mackenzie rivers rank sixteenth and seventeenth among the world’s rivers in discharge.  The Mackenzie River Basin is entirely within Canada and is 3.5 times larger than the Canadian portion of the St. Lawrence River.  The Mackenzie River is the longest in Canada at 4241 km, followed by the St. Lawrence River at 3058 km, the Nelson River at 2575 km, the Churchill River at 1609 km and the Fraser River at 1368 km.

Almost 75 percent of Canada is drained northward to the Arctic Ocean, the Hudson Bay and the Hudson Strait.  This northward drainage involves about half (49.7%) of the total flow of Canada’s rivers.  Drainage into the Pacific (10.2% of the area) accounts for almost one quarter of the flow (23.5%).  Drainage into the Atlantic (15.2% of the area) accounts for over one quarter of the flow (28.5%).  A small amount flows south into the Missouri-Mississippi Basin.
