
   

Review: 
· The Constitutional Act (1791) had provided a form of representative government for the people in the Legislative Assembly. However in reality the British Crown, the appointed Governors and the wealthy elite held all the power. 
· As a result the people of Upper and Lower Canada were left without a voice in government, a situation that continued to simmer until 1837. 
Notes:

· In both Upper & Lower Canada some groups held advantages over others in terms of wealth, power and privilege. 

· In Lower Canada 3 main groups battled for power: Habitants, Merchants and Professionals.
· In Upper Canada the Family Compact held the power and were opposed by Reformers.
