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· In order to better understand modern day Canada we must take on the role of Historians and look into the past to trace the process of nation-building.

· Canada, the sovereign country, was born on July 1st 1867. However the process of nation-building began long before then. 

· Your role as Historians is to re-construct history by selecting the most significant events that enabled (led to) the creation of Canada.

· The decision making is up to you, however choosing between certain events can be difficult.

1. Use the textbooks provided to select the 10 most significant events that have contributed to the formation of Canadian National Identity. 
2. Create a TIME-LINE showing these 10 events in chronological order.

3. Indicate on the time-line whether each event you chose is mainly social, political or economic (can be multiple). 
4. On a separate page, provide a brief backgrounder on each event to describe:

  a) What happened (2- 3 sentences)

  b) The main actors that were involved (list)

  c) How the event contributed to the formation of Canada (2 sentences)
