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Overview:
· The 7 Years War was fought between Britain and France to secure world economic dominance in the two nation’s respective spheres of influence. 
· War between France and Britain was nothing new. The two nations had been enemies for hundreds of years and would remain so until the 20th Century.  

· The 7 Years War was mostly fought in the colonies and protectorates of Britain and France including: Europe, India, the Philippines, Cuba and North America. 
· The overall result of the war was not conclusive (there was no clear winner). 
· However, in N.A. the war dramatically altered the political landscape of the colonies.
· Prior to the War France had been the dominant power in the struggle to control the rugged terrain of the N.A. fur trade. 
· At the Battle of The Plains of Abraham (1759) Britain reversed this trend when it achieved a resounding (strong) victory. 

· At the Peace Treaty in Paris (1763) Britain acquired (gained) all of France’s territory in North America [except 2 tiny islands of St. Pierre and Miquelon]. 

· As some of you mentioned in your presentations, if this battle had gone the other way we might perhaps be speaking en Français au moment!
